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Senena Esty, one of the Standardbred sport’s leading 
breeders, is the 2011 Lady Pace honoree.  The Utica, 
Ohio native will be honored in winner’s circle ceremonies 
on Jug Day afternoon at the Delaware County Fair.  

“As a little girl my dream 
was to own a horse farm.  
I grew up on a family farm.  
Dad had cattle, pigs and a 
few horses.  I was in 4-H 
and showed horses and 
that’s where my horse 
interests took root.”

Senena graduated with 
a degree in Equestrian 
Studies from The Ohio 
State Universi ty and 
worked one year for dis-
tant relative, Terry Holton.  
“He really sparked my 
interest in Standardbreds 
and I enjoyed working with 
his horses.”

With Holton’s help, Senena was hired by Bill Kraner at 
Stoney Creek Farm in Newark, Ohio. She became farm 
manager and was in charge of the breeding operations. 

When Stoney Creek was sold, Senena and husband Jeff 
purchased a dairy farm near Utica and renamed their farm 
Spring Haven Farm. 

“We own 50 mares,  and we sell at all of the major auctions 
in the United States and Canada.  We like to breed to the 
best stallions,” added Esty. “We own shares in several 
stallions.  We breed our mares  based on conformation 
and pedigree and we also look at the sales results from 
the previous year.”

“We sell about 120 total yearlings each year which in-
cludes about 60 to 70 yearlings for our clients.  We raise 
some of the yearlings while others  ship to the farm to 
have us prepare them for the sale.”

Despite the long hours, Senena and her husband never 
miss the Little Brown Jug.  “We also go to the Hambleton-
ian, North America Cup and the Grand Circuit at Lexington 
each year.  We also like to travel, and every January we 
go to some fantastic places.”

LBJ Society Loses Three Members in 2011

The Little Brown Jug Society lost three experienced 
directors in 2011: Franklin Welker, Charles Bowen and 
John Chester. 

Franklin J. “Frank” Welker, 85, of Delaware, died 
February 8.

Welker was a World War II veteran serving in the 42nd 
Rainbow Division. He graduated from Ohio Wesleyan 
University in 1950. He was the retired president of Driv-
ers, Inc. 

Welker was the past commander of the Raymond B. 
Austin Post 115 of the American Legion and served 24 
years and was past president of the Delaware County 
Agricultural Society. 

Charles “Charlie” Bowen , 84, died July 12 in India-
napolis, after a prolonged illness.

Bowen will be long remembered for his 1997 designation 
as Little Brown Jug Wall of Fame Honoree and numerous 
appointments to the Ohio Standardbred Development 
Fund, serving as Secretary in 1999. 

John J. “Jack” Chester, 91, of Upper Arlington (OH), 
died July 24.

Enlisting in the U.S. Navy in 1942, Chester served as a 
Lieutenant in destroyers for four years during World War 
II, earning three Battle Stars. 

In 1952, he was elected to the Ohio House of Represen-
tatives where his three terms of office spanned six years. 

In 1974, he was appointed Special Counsel to the 
President of the United States Richard Nixon during the 
Watergate scandal. 

Chester practiced law for 65 years. 
 

Chester  was the former United States Trotting As-
sociation legal counsel and became a member of the 
LBJ Society in 1984. 
 
Live Radio for 2011 Delaware Fair Racing
Delaware radio station WINF (101.9-FM) and Marys-
ville radio station WQTT (1270-AM) will broadcast 
“live” all of the harness races from the Delaware Coun-
ty Fair, September 18-22, concluding with Thursday’s 
66th Little Brown Jug. 
 
The broadcasts include the live call of each race from 
the track announcers, interviews, handicapping analy-
sis of each race, updated odds and complete mutuel 
results, Airtime begins each day 30 minutes before 
post time.  
 
Hosting for the second straight year will be Don Ber-
man and Hall of Famer Dean Hoffman, two harness 
racing experts from Central Ohio.

1981 Jug Champion Dies At Age Of 33

Fan Hanover, the only filly to win the Little Brown Jug, 
died on August 23, in Inglewood, Ont., at age 33. She 
has been leading a life of well-deserved retirement since 
producing her last foal in 2001. At the time of her death, 
she was the oldest living Horse Of The Year, Standard-
bred or Thoroughbred.
 
Purchased as a yearling at Harrisburg in 1979 for 
$20,000 by Dr. Glen Brown, the daughter of Albatross 
from Farm Norah was trained and driven by the late 
Glen Garnsey during her three racing seasons. The late 
Odell Short was her caretaker throughout that career. 
She remained in Dr. Brown’s ownership until her death.
 

At two, she won 16 
of 19 starts, with 
2 seconds and a 
third for earnings 
of $201,264. Her 
record at two of 
1:56.4 was a new 
World Record. She 
set three track re-
cords at two and 
was voted “Horse 
Of The Year” in 
Canada.

 
Her 3-year-old season saw records set with nearly every 
race. She won 17 of 23 starts with 3 seconds and a third, 
for $497,718. Her earnings are even more remarkable 
when it’s considered that only three of her starts carried 
purses of $100,000 or more. She won the Little Brown 
Jug in straight heats, with her 1:56.3 heat equaling the 
World’s Record for a filly. She also set a new World 
Record at The Meadows of 1:55.3. In fact, at three, she 
set 14 different track records, won on 11 different tracks 
and set six track records. She had 17 wins in 2:00 or 
better at three, more than any filly or mare in history. 
She was voted “Horse Of The Year” in both Canada and 
the United States.
 
At four, she added another 12 wins and $270,643 to end 
her career with 45 wins in 72 lifetime starts for $969,724. 
She became the fastest female of all time with her sen-
sational 1:50.4 time trial at Lexington. She was voted the 
top “Older Pacing Mare” at four, while winning the Milton 
and Roses Are Red Stakes.
 
Fan Hanover had been inducted into both the Hall Of 
Fame at Goshen, New York, and the Canadian Horse 
Racing Hall Of Fame. 
 
As a broodmare, she never re-produced her own brilliant 
qualities, although she left six winners with 4 in 1:57 and 
three winners of over $100,000.

Paul E. Spears, chairman of the board of Hanover Shoe Farms
and executive vice-president of the Standardbred Horse Sales
Company, has been elected as the 27th Little Brown Jug Wall
of Fame honoree. 

Spears grew up in Reynoldsville, PA, a small town in 
northwestern Pennsylvania. He graduated with a degree in
economics from Indiana University of Pennsylvania. He also
went to graduate school at the University of Pittsburgh and
later for three years at Wayne University. While at Indiana
University, Spears played football and was elected to his alma
mater’s Athletic Hall of Fame. He also played baseball and
basketball in high school.

In 1953, Spears became controller of the Hanover Shoe
Company, Hanover Shoe Farms and the Standardbred Horse
Sales Company.  Following John Simpson Sr.’s retirement,
Spears became president of Hanover Shoe Farms and worked
in that position for 30 years. 

Spears has been a member of the Little Brown Jug Society since 1988, a director of the Hambletonian
Society, a trustee of the Hall of Fame in Goshen, NY, the Pennsylvania Standardbred Breeders Association
and former president of the Pennsylvania Live Horse Racing Council for Thoroughbreds and Standardbreds.
A former amateur driver, he was also the first president of the Billings Amateur Driving Association.

Spears and wife Josephine have been attending the Delaware Grand Circuit for many years. Fourteen 
Hanover Shoe Farm-bred pacers have captured the Little Brown Jug, including Ensign Hanover, who won 
the inaugural in 1946.  

Spears lives in Hanover, PA but also owns land in Orangeville, PA which has a creek for fly casting and a
woods for deer hunting. He also served in the artillery in Europe during World War II from 1943-46.
